All other individuals in each team’s traveling party (parents,
siblings, coaches’ spouses, etc) are also invited to attend the picnic, as well, and
purchase dinner from our concession stand.

All little league rules are in place. SBLL is located on school property, therefore there is
no smoking, alcohol, firearms, or tobacco products permitted. Additionally, animals are
strictly prohibited. We ask that spectators respect the umpires, managers, opposing
teams, and volunteers.

Concession and Vendor Information

SBLL will have a concession stand open throughout the duration of the state
tournament. Our concession stand offers a variety of items from snacks to full meals.
We accept cash, card, and Apple Pay. Coolers and outside food will not be allowed at
the tournament site.

Home Teams

A coin toss between team representatives will determine home and visiting teams. This
will be done at the pre-tournament meeting on Friday. 30 Minutes prior to game time,
the visitors will take infield warm up first. Each team will receive 10 minutes infield.
There will be no batting practice prior to the game on the field. Practice fields and
batting cages will be available prior to your game.

Official Scorekeeper

The Tournament Committee will provide an Official Scorekeeper for each game in the
Press Box.
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Equipment for Tournament Teams

Tournament teams must furnish their own playing equipment. The Tournament
Committee will provide softballs for the tournament games only! Only equipment
approved by Little League Baseball, Inc. may be used in tournament games and
practices. All helmets must meet NOCSAE standards and bear the NOCSAE stamp and
required warning label. Assistance will be provided for equipment only in emergency
situations. Coaches are not permitted to warm up pitchers. Catchers are required to
wear a mask/ dangling throat protector at all times.
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Tournament and SBLL Rules

Absolutely No Alcoholic beverages or tobacco use will be permitted
at the tournament sites.

No OUTSIDE COOLERS for food will be permitted at the complex.
Water Coolers will be provided in each dugout for players.

NO noisemakers of any kind will be permitted at any time. This
includes plastic clappers, horns, and cowbells along with any other

type of noisemaker. All noisemakers will be confiscated immediately.

South Berkeley LL Complex maintains a NO smoking policy inside the
complex.

Food is not allowed in the dugouts.
Defacing of field property will result in removal from the facility.

Harassment of players, umpires, League/District Officials or others
will result in removal from the facility.

Pepper or soft toss against fences will not be allowed.

Helmets must be worn in batting cages.

Field Information
